He also had a fondness for big rigs. He often waved to semi-truck drivers, was
curious about what they were hauling, and wanted to get behind the wheel of
an 18-wheeler himself. Thanks to Tulsa Tech, his wish came true in March
2024.

Glen was also a Veteran. He was a proud Navy man, serving in the SeaBees
where he spent a considerable portion of his enlistment in Sicily. He also
studied drafting at OSU’s Okmulgee Tech and graduated from Pharaoh High
School in 1965.

God blessed Glen’s life with the greater gifts of quietness, stillness, peace and
contentment. They were some of his earthly rewards for all of his tireless labor
and hard work. He was soft-spoken by nature, a man of few but powerful
words such as “always pray for your family.”
