Ina Jewel (Kasiner) Daniel was born at Edmond Chapel, Haskell County,
Oklahoma on February 5, 1923, to Robert Franklin “Frank” Kasiner and
Beatrice (Cox) Kasiner. On July 16, 2012, while residing at the Baptist Village
in Owasso, Oklahoma, she passed from this life and entered her heavenly life
at the age of 89. 

Mrs. Daniel spent her formative years in Haskell County in the Sans Bois,
Kinta Area. Ina and Claudie Daniel were married October 3, 1938, by Rev.
